Minutes of Regular Meeting

Princeton Parks & Recreation Board
Held on October 26, 2009, in the Chambers of City Hall

Chairperson Mark Schneider called the meeting to order at 6:35. Members present were: Blake Broding, Dick Peterson,
Mark Schneider and Scott Suhsen. Cheryl Goetz, Skeeter Lane and Stephanie Ketterl were absent. Also present were
Bob Gerold and Dick Dobson.

Minutes for September 28, 2009 Meeting

There being no corrections or additions to the minutes of the last meeting, Peterson made a motion to approve the
minutes for the September meeting. Broding seconded the motion. There being no further discussion a vote was taken.
Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

We jumped to new business first for our guest, Jay Blake.

Blake first presented a summary of the property the city owns which is more extensive than pretty much anyone
imagined including a near complete corridor of flood plain along the river from the south end of the Riebe property
northwest to Hwy. 169. Blake pointed out that most is city property that can be used as parks but has not been
specifically designated as such. As city property, should the city every determine the need, the property can be sold or
used for other than parks but once designated as parks it is very difficult to change its role.

There is also different designations for park such as active (Mark Park) and passive (Pioneer Park) and areas that don’t
fall into either area (inactive).

Blake presented that there has been no comprehensive park plan since 1994, at least none on record with the city
although Suhsen and Schneider thought there had been a more recent plan of Mark Park at least.

Blake suggested that the best way to take advantage of grants and other money available for park projects is to develop
a thorough inventory of the city properties and parks. In conjunction with that is a list of features and amenities at each
park After that has been done the next step is to develop a long range plan for all of the parks both as a whole and as
individual entities. This is not to say to discontinue present projects as planned but to plan out farther to take advantage
of outside funding.

Blake wants to put together the inventory part of the project over the next month and present that at the next park board
meeting. He will be able to get a lot of what he needs from WSB which has the topographic maps, aerial photos, etc.
needed. Those might cost something but it won't cost near the $15,000 he says it would cost if an outside source were
hired for this.

Peterson made a motion to have Blake proceed with the inventory. Suhsen seconded the motion. There being no
further discussion, a vote was taken. Motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Mark Park / Splash Park: Gerold reported that everything has been winterized.

Schneider brought up that since we are going to be looking for trees at Mark Park we should look into whether we can
or should move the spruce trees that are planted in the Northeast corner of the Hwy. 95 and Rum River Drive
intersection where the roundabout will be going. Gerold retrieved the most recent map of the roundabout and we looked
at whether those trees would be affected. The city of Princeton sign on the Southwest corner may also be affected.
Gerold was going to check into those.
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Visionary Committee: Suhsen and Dobson reported that there hasn’t been much changed since the last park board
meeting. Suhsen did point out that the city council has not yet approved the purchase of the Frisbee golf course
baskets.

Bike And Hike Trails: Gerold reported that there other than another mowing on the trail from the new treatment plant
there wasn’t anything else changed.

NEW BUSINESS

There was no other new business besides the discussion with Jay Blake.

Adjournment

There being no further discussion, Peterson made a motion to adjourn. Suhsen seconded the motion. Motion carried
unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 7:30.
