Minutes of Regular Meeting

Princeton Parks & Recreation Board
Held on February 25, 2013, in the Chambers of City Hall

Chairperson Blake Broding called the meeting to order at 6:02. Members present were Bob Beattie, Blake Broding,
Mary Chapman, Todd Frederick, Michael Misiura, Scott Suhsen and Carla Vita. No members were absent. Also present
was Bob Gerold. Broding notified the board that Zimmer had other obligations and was not able to attend..

Minutes for January 28, 2012, Meeting
Chapman made a motion to approve the minutes for the January meeting. Frederick seconded the motion. There being
no discussion, a vote was taken. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Officer Elections: (Note: this was in part a carryover from last meeting). With Frederick present he was asked if he
would be chairperson and he accepted the offer. Broding had taken the position when no others had expressed interest
and Frederick was gone last meeting. Broding verbally asked to step down as chairperson. Suhsen made a motion to
accept Broding's resignation from chairperson. Vita seconded the motion. There being no further discussion, a vote was
taken and passed unanimously. Vita made a motion to appoint Frederick chairperson of the park board. Chapman
seconded the motion. There being no further discussion, a vote was taken and passed unanimously. At this point,
Frederick took over as chairperson.

There was no other new business.

OLD BUSINESS

Splash Park: LeeAnn Hartigan joined us for this part of the meeting. She presented a sheet summarizing proposed
changes for this coming season at the splash park:

10% off purchase of Advance ($75) Summer Pass with your utility bill and photo ID.
5-Tuesdays after Hours
6:00 pm to 8:00 pm - $1 admissions
5:00 pm to 7:00 pm starting in Mid August
6-Flyer going out with Utility Bills in April

There was some concern and quite a bit of discussion about item #2 (*1st). There was concern this might chase some
people away but the point of this change is to simplify the system. There was discussion about how people are charged
at other parks in other communities and most agreed that typically everyone would get charged. Gerold also pointed out
that when capacity is discussed, the state doesn't consider how many paid but how many are there. The general
consensus was that for $4 it wasn't going to make a lot of difference. Hartigan pointed out that nearly half of the adults
are paying already. Suhsen pointed out too that adults with older kids could chose to not go into the park.

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Splash Park (continued):

The second major point of discussion was the idea of keeping the $35 for 10 punches (as added in above). While this
was not in Hartigan's original proposal, the board agreed that it would give a more affordable chance to save a little
money.

Frederick asked if a mailing list of users could be compiled to announce special events and such. Hartigan and other
board members were concerned with the time and cost involved. Chapman suggested an email list that would be easy
and cheap to use. Board members agreed to that and Haritigan agreed to take that into consideration.

Broding made a motion to accept Hartigan's proposed changes. Beattie seconded the motion. Inn discussion Chapman
asked for a friendly amendment to include the $35 for 10 punches as discussed (shown above - *2nd). Broding made a
motion to accept Hartigan's proposal with the addition of the $35 pass with 10 punches. Suhsen seconded the motion.
There being no further discussion, a vote was taken. Motion passed unanimously.

Mark Park: The only topic of discussion was the purchasing of the large umbrellas for the Splash Park area. Frederick
had done more research on this and was at the point of needing to pick out colors for the umbrellas so they could be
ordered. One umbrella, 12" in diameter, would be in the splash park and the other, 20" in diameter, is planned for the
area east and a little south of the splash park picnic shelter.

After much discussion, the board picked a blue and a yellow for a two color scheme to match some of the colors of the
splash park fixtures. That umbrella will be made of a material designed for environments like that found in the splash
park. It can be folded down at night and to avoid wind storms and taken in in the fall to lengthen its life.

There was a lot of discussion about the larger umbrella. The intention is to put that over a grassy area by the picnic
shelter but before the grass can be established the wood chips have to be removed from that area, the area needs to
be regraded and re-terraced. That umbrella, being larger is made from a fabric able to withstand winds up to 90 miles
per hour. The board chose a vibrant red as the only color. Since the location is not ready for the umbrella and for us to
store it would incur some risk of damage before use, the board asked Frederick to see if there was any chance on
locking in the present price with a down payment and have them hold it until we need it. Also, he was asked to see what
the shipping cost difference would be to have it shipped separately.

For Rainbow, Pioneer, Riverside and Riverview Parks there were no reports and just a note that Reibe Park has
been kept open and the dog park is still getting used

MISCELLANEOUS

Copies of Trees of Pioneer Park were handed out to the board. Chapman had redone this guide to the trees in Pioneer
Park from an original piece done many years earlier. She had been able to add line art of each tree represented and
created an attractive guide. It will be posted at the trail head in Pioneer Park. There was a comment to let the schools
know about this piece. Suhsen suggested that it also be posted on the city website for people to view and download.

Gerold reported to the board that Carie Fuhrman had responded to Randy Hanson that the park board was not
interested in a land swap as brought up in the last meeting.

Adjournment There being no further discussion, Broding made a motion to adjourn. Chapman seconded the motion.
Meeting adjourned at 6:47.
